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This workshop will provide a beginners guide to single tooth implant restorations using NobelBiocare 
implants. It is aimed at general practitioners who have not restored a dental implant but would like to 
incorporate implant prosthetics into their practice. It is also suited to dentists who have only completed 
a few cases and would like to sharpen their clinical skills in the area of single tooth implant restorations.
